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USING TENSES

THE PRESENT TENSE

The present tense describes what is happening now, at the present time or what happens
regularly.

Je vais a I'école ce matin. | am going to school this morning.
Il vend des glaces aussi. He sells ice cream as well.
Elle joue au tennis le samedi. She plays tennis on Saturdays.

The expressions depuis and ¢a fait... que are used with the present tense when the action is still
going on:

Je I'attends depuis deux heures. I’'ve been waiting for him for two hours.
Ga fait trois mois que je travaille en France. I've been working in France for three
months.

In the present tense, most verbs use a regular pattern, depending on whether the ending of the
infinitive ends in -er, -re or -ir.

Chanter (to sing) Attendre (to wait) | Choisir (to choose)

THE PERFECT TENSE

The perfect tense is used to describe what happened in the past, an action which is completed and
is not happening now.
It is made up of two parts: either avoir or étre in the present tense, and a past participle.

Samedi dernier, j’ai chanté dans un concert. (Last Saturday, | sang in a concert.)

Hier, ils sont allés a La Rochelle. (Yesterday, they went to La Rochelle.)

Regular verbs form the past participle as follow:

-er verbs change to -é eg. travailler becomes travaillé
-re verbs change to -u eg. attendre becomes attendu
-ir verbs change to —I eg. finir becomes fini

Many verbs have irregular past participles. Look them up in your verbs table!

Many verbs form the perfect tense with avoir. This includes many common verbs which have
irregular past participles, such as:

Avoir eu Faire fait

Boire bu Mettre mis With avoir, the past
Comprendre compris Pouvoir pu participle doesn’t

About thirtheen verbs, mostly verbs of movement like aller and partir, form the perfect tense with
étre. You need to learn them. Here is a picture which could help you to memorise them:
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When you form the perfect tense with étre, the past participle agrees with the subject of the
verb. This means that you need to add an extra -e if the subject is feminine, and to add an extra
-s if the subject is plural (more than one).

THE IMPERFECT TENSE

The imperfect is used to describe something that used to happen frequently or regularly in the
past :
Quand j’étais petit, j’allais chez mes grands-parents tous les week-ends. (When | was small, |
used to go to my grandparents’ every weekend.)

It is also used for description in the past, particularly of weather:
J’étais en vacances. Il faisait beau. (I was on holidays. The weather was fine.)
Est-ce qu’il portrait des lunettes? (Was he wearing glasses ?)

It describes how things used to be:
A cette époque, il y avait beaucoup moins de circulation. (At that time, there was much less
traffic.)

It often translates ‘was... ing” and ‘were...ing
Que faisiez-vous quand j’ai téléphoné? (What were you doing when | phoned ?)

’-

It can be used to describe something you wanted to do, but didn’t.
Nous voulions aller a paris, mais il y avait une greve des transports. ((we wanted to go to
paris, but there was a transport strike.)

It describes something that lasted for a long period of time.
En ce temps-la, nous habitions a Marseille. (At that time we lived in Marseille)

C’était + adjective can be used to say what you thought of something:
C’était magnifique. (It was great.)
C’était affreux. (It was awful)

The imperfect tense can also be used for making excuses, for example in the following expressions:
Ce n’était pas de ma faute. (It wasn’t my fault.)
Je croyais/pensais que... (| thought that...)
Je voulais seulement... (1 only wanted to...)
Je ne savais pas que... (1 didn’t know that...)

It is also used with depuis to show how long something had been happening.
Ils habitaient la-bas depuis 10 ans. (They had been living there for 10 years)

Forming the imperfect tense :

The endings for the imperfect tense are the samme for all verbs :

Je ...ais Nous ...ions
Tu ...ais Vous ..iez
Il/Elle/On ..ait lIs/Elles ..aient

To form the imperfect tense, you take the nous form of the present tense, eg. nous allons.

Take away the nous and the -ons ending.

This leaves the imperfect stem -all.

Exception : étre. The stem is ét-.

Then add the imperfect endings. J'étais Nous étions
Tu étais Vous étiez
Il/Elle/On était Ils/Elles étaient

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THE FUTURE TENSE

The future tense is used to describe what will (or will not) happen at some future time:
L’année prochaine, je passerai mes vacances a Paris. (Next year I'll spend my holidays in
Paris.)
Qu’est-ce que tu feras quand tu quitteras I'école? (What will you do when you leave
school ?)

The future tense must be used after quand if the idea of future tense is implied.
Je lui dirai de vous téléphoner quand il rentrera. (I'll ask him to phone you when he gets
home)

The endings for the future tense are the same as the endings
of the verb avoir in the present tense/

Je ...ai Nous ...ons
Tu ...as Vous ...ez
II/Elle/on ..a lIs/Elles ...ont

To form the future tense of regular -er and -ir verbs, you just add the endings to the infinitive of
the verb:

Travailler  je travaillerai Partir nous partirons
Donner tu donneras Jouer vous jouerez
Finir il finira Sortir Ils sortiront

To form the future tense of regular -re verbs, you take the final -e off the infinitive and add the
endings:

Prendre je prendrai

Attendre jattendrai

Some common verbs don’t form the first part of the verb in this way. But they still have the same
endings:

To tell someone to do something, you use the imperative or command form.
Attends! Wait! (to someone you call tu)
Regardez-¢a! Look at that! (to people you call vous)

It is often used in the negative.
Ne fais pas ¢a! Don’t do that!
N’effacez pas...! Don’t rub out...!

To suggest doing something, use the imperative form of nous.

Allons au cinema! Let’s go to the cinema!

It is easy to form the imperative: in most cases you just leave out tu , vous or nous and use the

verb by itself. With -er verbs, you take the final -s off the tu form of the verb.

Reflexive verbs are listed in a dictionary with the pronoun se (called the reflexive pronoun) in front
of the infinitive. E.g. se lever. The se means ‘self’ or ‘each other’ or ‘one another’.

Je me lave. (I get (myself) washed.)

lls se regardaient. (They were looking at each other)

Quand est-ce qu’on va se revoir? (When shall we see one another again ?)

IN THE PRESENT TENSE

Many reflexive verbs are regular -er verbs :

Je me lave | get washed

Tu te leves? Are you getting up?
Il se rase He gets shaved

Elle s’habille She gets dressed

To tell someone to do or not to do something, use the imperative or command form. Reflexive
verbs follow this pattern -- in the tu form, te changes to toi:

Leve-toi! Stand up!

Assieds-toi! Sit down!

Amusez-vous bien! Have a good time!

Présentons-nous! Let’s introduces ourselves !

Dépéchons-nous ! Let’s hurry !

In the negative, this changes as follow :

Ne te léve pas! Don’t get up!

Ne vous inquiétez pas! Don’t worry!

Ne nous dépéchons pas ! Let’s not rush !

The conditional tense is used where ‘would’ or ‘should” are used in English. It is a polite and less
abrupt way of asking for something.

Je voudrais partir maintenant. | should like to leave now
Pourriez-vous m’aider? Could you help me?
J’aimerais aller au Québec. | ‘d love to go to Quebec.

It is used to say what would happen if a particular condition were fulfilled/

THE PLUPERFECT TENSE

The pluperfect tense is used to describe something that had already happened before something
else occurred or before a fixed point in time.

The pluperfect tense is formed by using the imperfect tense of avoir and étre and the past
participle. The same rules about which verbs take avoir and which verbs take étre and about
agreement of the past participle apply to both the perfect and pluperfect tenses.

En + present participle is used when you want to describe two actions which happen more or less
at the same time:

It translates the English expressions ‘whilst/while -ing’ and ‘by -ing’:
Je me suis cassé la jambe en faisant du ski. (I broke my leg (whilst) skiing.)
En mangeant moins, on perd des kilos. (By eating less, you lose weight.)

The present participle is formed as follow:

Take the ‘nous’ form of the present tense, e.g ‘nous faisons’
delete the ‘nous’ and ‘-ons-ending to give the stem ‘fais-’
Then add ‘-ant’, to give ‘faisant’

(You’ll come on Saturday, unless
you have to work)

e Adoubt
Je ne suis pas sir que mes parents puissant venir. (I’'m not sure that my parents can come)

e An opinion (but not a certainty)
Je ne pense pas qu’il soit la. (I don’t think he’ll be there.)

To form the subjunctive:

- Take theils/ells form of the present tense, e.g. ils travaillent.
- Take off the -ent to leave the stem travail-
