Jumpers/cardigans Smart jumpers/cardigans 
Jumpers with large/offensive 
logos 

Shoes 
Sensible shoes or smart 
trainers which are suitable for 
a working environment 

Open-toed sandals, flip-flops 
(for H&S reasons) 

Other 

Coats and jackets are 
permitted but must be 
removed when in the school 
building 
 
Student lanyards must be 
worn at all times 

Hats 
Hairstyles and colour must 
not be extreme 
Jewellery should not be
